We, the volunteers of St. Vincent de Paul, THANK YOU for
your wonderful support during this holiday season and
throughout all of 2009. This is especially appreciated, given
the economy’s adverse effects on nearly everyone.

During the holiday season alone, you contributed nearly
$5,000 which helped provide 1,060 items of meat at the food

pantry during November and 150 turkey baskets at Christmas
plus $25 gift cards for presents for 219 needy children of our
food pantry clients.

Some information from our annual report: 265 families
(representing 848 individuals) use the food pantry monthly.
Throughout 2009, we made 325 home visits benefitting 1,094
individuals. As a result, $34,791 in emergency aid was given
to avoid evictions, make utility payments and provide needed
medications. In addition, school supply and clothing drives
benefitted 880 individuals.
